· Meet with Meg Malpaya Thornton, APC’s advisor from the Asian American Studies Center, to address questions or ideas.
Recommended but not required:

· Meet with other organizations that are a part of APC’s member groups.
Criteria:

Application and election. Leadership, activism, coalition building, programming skills, and experience required.

* Member Group Applications can be submitted anytime*. Turn in a soft copy to APC Director Trung Nguyen (trungpnguyen@gmail.com)  
* Your application will be voted upon during the next Board of Representatives meeting after you turned in your application.

Election Format:

· All candidates must be present for the Board of Representatives meeting that will vote on the acceptance or denial of the candidate organization.
· 2 minute speech by each candidate.

· 5 minute Q&A session for each candidate: each member organization of APC via its delegated representative is allowed 1 question per candidate. APC staff is allowed 1 question per candidate.

· Each candidate must be approved by 2/3 vote of the active organizations of APC.

· Each member organization shall submit one vote per candidate present via its delegated representative and APC staff shall submit one collective vote per candidate.
